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Requirement

The Government has a requirement to support the Mounted Maneuver Battlespace Laboratory (MMBL) at Fort Knox, KY to provide services and simulations to conduct experiments, demonstrations, exercises and events to answer key questions for Army and TRADOC leadership at the Brigade level and below.  In addition, through the Demonstrations, Exercises, Experiments and Training Support (DEETS) this requirement will provide opportunities to conduct research, experiments and demonstrations for other agencies, activities, and organizations as “customers.”

Fort Knox is one of the Army’s principle training sites for all Armor, Cavalry, and combined arms maneuver training. As a result of the 2005 Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) and the TRADOC 2006 decision to move the Unit of Action Maneuver Battle Lab, the MMBL was reactivated in July 2007.  The current BRAC plan is for the MMBL’s experiment function to move to Fort Benning, GA as a part of the Maneuver Center of Excellence (MCoE) during FY 2011. It is anticipated that the MMBL relocation may begin fourth quarter, 2009 and end NLT end of first quarter, 2010.  The MMBL, is an element of the Directorate of Training, Doctrine, Combat Development and Experimentation (DTDCDE) which is charged through experimentation to fully assess the ideas, and concepts associated with mounted maneuver and proponent organizations at the brigade and below level.  The MMBL is also charged to create the most effective and efficient simulation infrastructure to support the Training Exercise and Military Operations (TEMO), Advanced Concepts and Requirements (ACR) and Research and Development Acquisition (RDA) domains of Modeling and Simulations for use by the 21st Century Army.  Until the MMBL is relocated they will continue the mission of using Modeling and Simulations.

The requirement, proposal instructions (Section L), evaluation factors (Section M), and applicable documents are included as enclosures to this letter RFP.

This requirement has been determined to be a full and open competition in all domains of the STRICOM Omnibus Contract (STOC).  The Government will satisfy the requirements set forth herein via one award under STOC.  The Government intends to award this procurement under the resultant task order on a Firm Fixed-Price (FFP) basis for sustainment. In addition to Over and Above Work Request (OAWR) in support of DEETS, utilizing FFP, Time & Material (T&M), and or Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF).  Sustainment is defined as a one 12-month period of activities required for the operation of the MMBL.  OAWRs will support DEETS as required throughout the year in addition to Sustainment.  
The Task Order will include one 12-month base period followed by two 12-month option periods.  Task Order award will be made to the Offeror with the best overall proposal determined to be the most beneficial to the Government, in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 15 using a full and open competition.  The Government reserves the right to award without discussions.   This letter shall serve as the Government's DRAFT Request for Proposal (RFP), Revision 1 to satisfy this requirement.
